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BULK FUEL MARKET HIT BY PRICING MISMATCH

Diesel price gap

drives fleet rush to
PSU petrol pumps

New Delhi, May 21

AWIDENING Z40-42 per litre
gap between market-linked
bulk diesel prices and lower
retail pump rates has triggered
anunprecedented shift of com-
mercial fuel buyers to public
sector petrol pumps.

This has driven diesel
demand up by as much as
20-30% inseveralregionsand
created dry-out-like situations
atselectretail outletsacrossthe
country.

The sudden migration of
bulk consumerstoretail pumps
has sharply increased pressure
on the fuel distribution net-
work of state-run oil marketing
companies (OMCs) at a time
when global crude and fuel
prices have surged due to the
West Asia crisis.

The stress has intensified
further as some private fuel
retailers raised retail prices
above PSU pump rates,prompt-
ing consumers to increasingly
prefer outlets operated by
Indian Oil Corporation, Bharat
Petroleum and Hindustan
Petroleum, which together
account for nearly 90% of
India’s fuel retail market.

“The price difference
between diesel for bulk sales
and that available at petrol
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pumps is I40-42 per litre,”
Petroleum MinistryJoint Secre-
tary Sujata Sharma said.

“Demand at some petrol
pumps has risen 20-30% due
to the agricultural season as
well as the migration of bulk
buyers toretail outlets.”

The sharp spike in demand
has led to rapid depletion of
stocks at some pumps, with
reports emerging from several
regions of temporary stock-

outs. The problem is being
aggravated by panic buying
after rumours of shortages
spread locally whenever one
outlet faces supplydisruptions.

The surge comes even as
India has largely shielded retail
consumers from the fullimpact
of global fuel price increases.

Whileretail petroland diesel
prices at PSU outlets remain
below market-linked levels,
bulk and industrial fuel prices
have seen significantly steeper
hikes, widening arbitrage
opportunities for commercial
users shifting purchases to
retail channels.

Fuel production and avail-
ability at the national level,
however, remain stable, the
government said, stressing that
the issue is primarily one of
localised demand concentra-
tionandlast-milelogistics con-
straints.

“Petrol pumps generally
have stocks for two to three
days, and if they see 20-30%
growth in demand, they may
temporarily face some issues.

“Afterall,there are last-mile
logistics constraints,” Sharma
said, adding that the govern-
mentand OMCswere monitor-
ing supplies in real time and
coordinatingwith stateadmin-
istrationsand local policewher-
ever necessary.

India a great partner, ready
to expand energy ties: Rubio

US SECRETARY OF State
Marco Rubio said on Thursday
that the US was in talks with
India to expand energy coop-
eration, an issue that would
feature in his discussions dur-
ing a visit to New Delhi.

“Well,we want to sell them
as much energy as they'll buy.
And obviously, you’ve seen I
thinkwe’re at historic levels of
US production,and US export,”
Rubio told reporters in Miami
as he embarked on the trip to
Sweden and India.

Rubio will be in India from
May 23-26 and will visit

Kolkata, Agra, Jaipur and New
Delhi.

“We want to be able to do
more.We were already in talks
with them to do more.Wewant
them tobe abigger part of their
portfolio.

“We also think there are
opportunities with Venezuelan
oil,” Rubio said.

He was responding to a
question about India being
affected by high energy prices
due to the closure of the Strait
of Hormuz.

Rubio described India as a
“great partner” and said his
visit to New Delhi was impor-
tant as it would also give him
an opportunity to meet with

ministers from the Quad
nations.“Theyareagreatally,a
great partner. We do a lot of
goodworkwith them.And soit
isanimportant trip.

“I'mgladwe’reabletodoit
becauseI think there’llbealot
forustotalkabout,”Rubio said.

“We’ll also meet with Quad
there, which is important. I
think my first meeting as Sec-
retary of State was with the
Quad.I'mgladweareabletodo
itnowin Indiaand we’re going
to do one later in the year as
well,” Rubio said.

Rubio said theacting Presi-
dent of Venezuela Delcy
Rodriguez was also scheduled
tovisit India next week.
